We were pleased to have fellow Virginian Mike
Sorge as our demonstrator at our May 19th
meeting. Hailing from the Shenandoah Valley,
Mike has been with us before when he turned a
20 inch diamond bowl that sounded like an
airplane taxing on the runway tarmac. At our
May meeting Mike turned a Natural Edge
Winged Art Vase/Bowl explaining how to
prepare the timber with a chainsaw and band-
saw, and to safely mount it on the lathe. The
timber with bark at the top was positioned and
balanced on the lathe to obtain the desired
symmetrical design. He showed us how to
safely turn the vessel with the proper tools,
grinds and lathe speed. A quasi-shear-cut was
used on the inside hidden curve with a final
shaping of the base/foot. Here are a few
pictures from the meeting.

Marking, cutting,
preparing a square turning blank was
demonstrated as was mounting the square
blank to be safely and securely mounted
with an assured clear safety zone. The
safe turning of the platter was
demonstrated with the proper lathe speed
emphasized to prevent fracturing and
edge tear out..
